	Plants:

· If you planted any seeds last week have a look at how they are growing. Keep a weekly diary of your plants progress.
· If you have cress seeds plant them on some cotton wool in yogurt pots. Plant 4 pots. Label them 1-4
Pot 1- Give water and put in the sunlight.
Pot 2- Give water and put in the dark.
Pot 3- Give no water but put in the sunlight.
Pot 4- Give no water and put in the dark.
Which pot do you think will grow best and why? Look after your seeds and keep checking on how they are growing. It will take about a week.
