If you have dandelions in your garden you could choose one (don’t pick it!). Observe it over the next few days and weeks-how does it change?

	Look at an analogue clock. Where does the long hand point when it is o’clock/ half past? Remember when reading half past times, you need to look at the number the short hand has just gone past.
