	Phonics

All: Read a book from home or ebook https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/
 Adults-feel free to try your child on the next bookband if you think they’re ready.  If they’re not, don’t worry.

Use the Humpty Dumpty sheet to check if your child is now confident reading all the phase 3 sounds.  Colour in the sounds they know.
Challenge: Can they write each sound when an adult says it?
 
It would be really helpful to know which sounds are still a bit tricky so we can put them in the planning over the next few weeks.


Writing:
All: Write a sentence (or more!) about your half term holiday.  What did you do? Remember that we need to start with a capital letter and end our sentences with a full stop. Make sure you have finger spaces!

	This week we are focussing on weighing, measuring and capacity.

Work through the ‘Weight and Mass PowerPoint.’ No need to print and write the answers, just talk it through.

Expressive arts and design- This half term our topic is water so we will be learning lots of water songs. Sing ‘Row Row Row your boat.’ The words are in the resources if you need them.

2nd June

	Phonics
This half term we are going back over Phase 4. In Phase 4, no new graphemes ‘sounds’ are introduced. The main aim of this phase is to consolidate the children's knowledge and to help them learn to read and spell longer words which have adjacent consonants, such as trap, string and milk.

*  Practise sounding out and blending to read these words:
Stairs, star, test, vest, stick, stop, stem
** Try to segment and spell the above words. Can you think of any other words with ‘st’ in it?
*** Same as above. Can you also write your own sentence with some st words in it?

Writing:
Today we are thinking about how we talk about things in the past and in the future. 
Adults-we are focussing on using tenses correctly which can be tricky for 4 and 5 year olds!
Have a conversation with your child about a holiday, weekend away or event in the past.  Talk about what you did, where you stayed, who you saw etc.  
Now talk about an event in the future that you might be looking forward to.  Again, focus on use of language.  Film and send to us on Class Dojo if you like!

	Personal, Social and emotional development- Read a book about seasons, such as Tree: Seasons Come, Seasons Go by Patricia Hegarty or Skip through the Seasons by Stella Blackstone and Maria Carluccio.  (Versions of these are available on Youtube if you don't have a copy.) What are the seasons? Think of something that happens in each season? What happens after winter? (It all starts again)
Seasons create a cycle throughout the year and this happens because sometimes the earth tips towards the sun, we’re a bit nearer the sun. This means we get warmer weather and things grow better. Gradually the earth tips the other way, so it's a bit further away from the sun. Then the weather gets colder and things like plants die or don’t grow very much, if at all. That's why we have different seasons.
Which is your favourite season and why?
