	Phonics
Today we’re learning about words that start with ‘dr’. Read the following words: drum, drag, dragon, drop, dress, drink

*Grown ups read the postcard, can your child notice any ‘dr’ words?
**Read the postcard together, underline all the ‘dr’ words.
***Try to read the postcard yourself. Underline any ‘dr’ words you come across.

Writing:
Today there is the opportunity to write thank you cards for your year 6 buddies.  
Think about how they have helped you this year. Have they played with you?  Have they made you laugh or smile?
In the resources I have put lots of thank you card templates so you can use one of those if you like.

Drop your thank you card into school if you would like it to be given to your buddy.
	Play ‘Shifting shapes’ at https://www.ictgames.com/mobilePage/shiftingShapes/index.html
Change the settings to 3D shapes. Move the magnifying glass to look at the shape then guess which shape it is. You can make the magnifying glass bigger or smaller. Click on the eye to check. Clock on ‘next’ to move on to the next shape.
Remind yourself of the shape vocabulary:
Edges- a line segment where faces meet.
Faces- single surfaces.
Vertices- points/corners.

* Choose 2 or 3 of the ‘3D shapes challenges’ to complete.
** Complete ‘3D shapes properties.’ Imagine or find an example of each shape. Write down how mane faces, edges and vertices each one has.
*** Complete the 2 star task and then have a go at the White Rose Maths ‘Day 4 Princess-Mirror-Belle.
	Physical Development- Can you move like different types of sea creatures? Shark, jellyfish, octopus, star fish, crab etc.

Personal, social and emotional development- Getting bigger.
Watch ‘Soon you’ll grow into them Titch’ at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jrpOgXGqcww.
-How much have you changed since you were a baby? (A lot, look different, can do more things, are taller.)
-How do you know you have grown? (Could use props such as baby clothes to help stimulate discussion e.g. need bigger shoes; now sleep in a bigger bed not a cot. Have different clothes from when you were a baby.)
-Which parts have grown? (Body, legs, arms, head, fingers, toes, teeth - getting/soon to get wobbly, losing baby teeth.)
-What has helped us to grow? (Eating food that gives us energy and the right vitamins and minerals to help us grow; getting rest and sleep - our bodies grow when we’re asleep.)
-What can you do now that you couldn’t do as a baby? (Can reach cupboards without help/foot stool, can open doors, can walk everywhere, play football, ride a bike, bounce on a trampoline, swing on a swing without help, climb a climbing frame, swim/play in the swimming pool with your feet touching the bottom - stress that this should only be done when safely supervised.)
Complete the activity ‘Getting Bigger.’

	Phonics
All: Read your book.
Read the following ‘tr’ words: trap, track, trip, trim, tree, trek, tractor, trust.
Encourage your child to say the words clearly.  It is very common for children to say a ‘ch’ sound rather than ‘tr’.

*Choose a ‘tr’ word. Write the word and draw a picture.
**Write a simple sentence eg. The tractor is next to the tree. Draw a picture
***Write your own sentence that uses some ‘tr’ words. Draw a picture.

Writing:
Today let’s focus on handwriting again.

Look in the resources for examples of how to write these letters and some simple words you can also try to join.
Remember to start your letters from the line and that you shouldn’t lift your pencil off the page.
