	Phonics:
Revise ‘er’. This is the final sound in phase 3!  We’ve now gone back over all of them! Wow!
Look at the ‘er’ worksheet.
*Pick out the real ‘er’ words and support your child to read them.
**Read through all of the words.  Choose 2 colours and colour all of the real words one colour and the nonsense words the second colour.
*** Same as above but then write a sentence of your own using the some of the real ‘er’ words.


Writing:
You can use today to add more to your minibeast factfile if you like or you could write a card or letter for somebody.
Make a card or write a letter for someone that you haven’t seen recently.  You could then post it or pop it through their letterbox if they live close by. Maybe include some nice pictures too?  Anything that you think might brighten someone’s day.
