	Phonics
Look at some of the tricky words you have been learning over the past few weeks. Have your adult write the words you’re still practising onto pieces of paper.  Put the pieces of paper face down on the table. Set a timer for 1 minute.  How many words can you turn over and read in a minute? Or, how many times can you read each word in a minute?

Reading-read a book either from school, home or ebook.
Writing
Check on what is happening with the caterpillars on our class page of the school website.  Watch the butterfly life cycle PowerPoint.  Order the caterpillar life cycle using the sheet.  Can your child explain the different stages of the butterfly life cycle?
Challenge: Write a sentence about each stage. 

	This week we are focussing on pattern and symmetry.
Work through the ‘pattern power point’ to refresh your mind about patterns. Patterns are all around us.
* Find 3 things in your home that have a pattern on. Make a list of what those things are.
** Find 5 things in your home that have a pattern on. Make a list of what those things are.
*** Can you think of any animals that have a pattern on? You could look at different animals in books or on the internet. Make a list of the animals you think of.
	Butterflies:
Understanding the world- Go into your garden or out on a nature walk and look for different types of butterfly. Use the ‘butterfly checklist’ to help you identify the butterflies you see.

Expressive arts and design- Make a collage of a butterfly. You could draw your own or use the ‘butterfly template’. Stick things on to decorate your butterfly. Think about the different textures you are using. How does it feel? What words can you use to describe the texture?

	Phonics
Revise oo.  We have learnt about how oo can make a long oo sound (like moon) and a short oo sound (like book).

Complete the worksheet.  Afterwards read through all of the words.  Can you underline the words with a long oo sound?

Writing: 
All: Start a rainbow diary-see school letter explaining it.  Please note though that we don’t expect Chestnut children to write 500 words! Please adapt the task as you feel appropriate. Tomorrow’s writing task will be to continue with your rainbow diary.

	Butterfly Dance:
Physical Development- Think about the stages of the life cycle of a butterfly. Put together a dance sequence to show the different stages. Think about what shape you could hold to be the egg (tuck), slowly hatch into a caterpillar and show how they move and eat. Gradually curl up into a cocoon/chrysalis, start to wobble and shake a little before hatching into a butterfly. Remember to stretch your wings and let them dry before flying around. Don’t forget to lay more eggs so the life cycle can continue. You could ask someone to record your dance and post it on class Dojo.
