Writing
This week is all about holidays! Ask your child to choose a photograph of their dream holiday destination.  Cut a picture out of a holiday brochure from home, find one on the internet or you might even prefer to draw one of your own.

Talk about the picture, what can you see? What do you like about this place? What would you like to do there?
