	Sing the counting rhyme ‘5 Little Speckled Frogs’ or watch it here https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=WSC-gHBU_d0
This week we are focussing on subtraction and ordering numbers.
Remind yourself what subtraction is. Can you think of other words for subtraction?
Remember you must start with the larger number when subtracting.
* Roll 2 dice. Take the smaller number away from the larger number. Repeat and record 6 subtraction number sentences e.g 6-2=4.
** Roll 2 dice. Take the smaller number away from the larger number. Repeat and record 12 subtraction number sentences. 
*** Roll 2 dice. Take the smaller number away from the larger number. Repeat and record your subtraction number sentences. Can you find all the different number sentences you could make with a normal 1-6 dice? Remember to work systematically so you don’t miss any!
	Understanding the world- Plant investigation:
Check on your seed experiment. What is happening in each pot? Which pot has grown best? Why do you think this is? Write about what you have observed. Did you predict the correct pot?
You could draw a picture of each pot and write what has happened.
