Fractions 
Learning Objective: I know what a fraction is.  
 
Make sure that you have a really good understanding of what fractions are 
and what they tell us by the end of this lesson.  
 
Fractions are parts of a whole thing.  
However the whole thing can vary.  They could be 1 object or 1 group of 
objects. 
¾ means that the whole has been split into 4 parts (The bottom number, 
denominator, tells you this) and you have 3 of the parts. (The top number, 
numerator, tells you this.) 

 
This picture shows one large square cut into 4 parts and 3 of the 4 are 
coloured yellow (¾)  1 part is painted blue (¼). 
 
This picture also shows 16 dots split into 4 groups.  3 of the groups have 
been coloured yellow (¾ of 16 is 12).  1 of the groups has been coloured 
blue (¼ of 16 is 4). 
 
By the end of today you need to recognise fractions of shapes and begin to 
find fractions of amounts.

Rise British Empire  
Learning Objective: To gain an understanding of 
the British Empire and Slavery 
 
The British economy was transformed by the 
Atlantic slave trade. In 1700, 80 per cent of British 
trade went to Europe from ports on the east and 
south coasts. However by 1800, 60 per cent of 
British trade went to Africa and America, sailing 
from the three main west coast ports - Glasgow, 
Liverpool and Bristol. 

Many cities across Britain prospered either 
directly or indirectly due to the slave trade.

Research and place the historical figures on the 
timeline with a brief description of their role in 
the slave trade.

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·​       ​Then, turn one of the remaining cards face up, and place the 

rest in a pile face down. 

·​       ​Now, players take it in turns to play. 

·​       ​Each player places a card face-up on top of the card which 

is already face-up in the middle, thus creating a pile of cards 

which are face-up. 

·​       ​BUT a player may only place one of their cards on this pile if 

the card they are placing is the same suit or the same number as 

the card which is on top of the pile. 

·​       ​If a player cannot play when it comes to their turn, they 

must take a card from the face-down pile of cards. 

·​       ​A ‘7’ is a ‘wild card’ and may be played at any time, on any 

number or suit. 

·​       ​Playing a ‘Jack’ means that the player following you has to 

miss a turn. 

·​       ​Finally, the player to get rid of all their cards first is the 

winner!

They have more formal language (e.g. ​surface, internal​) and use technical 
terms (e.g. ​truss​). 
Please note the ​adverbs for cohesion​, that are there more for cause and 
contrast than with the instructions. Also note the use of brackets.  
Click on link for animated diagram - think about how diagrams and 
animations present information in a way that would be difficult with text 
alone.
