Week 3: The activity asks for a till roll but you can cut up A4 paper into strips and stick together to make a long thin strip of half a metre. Coloured pens / pencils can be used instead of stickers but if you wish to use stickers you will need 4 small and 4 large coloured circular stickers.

Week 4: Ideally you will need 8 crisp tubes. One of these still needs to be full (200g or similar). The rest need to be the same size but empty. I know that this is a big ask so you can use plastic bags but crisp tubes make a great activity! You will also need some rice or sand. The activity asks you to fill the tubes so that you are able to compare the different sizes of the planets – the instructions will be very clear!
