Maths this week we are continuing with multiplication and division.
Remember you have access to TTRS and can practise your tables any other ways too

English.
We can’t send you the text that we will be reading in class but will include the tasks and the answers. Again, if you can chat with someone about it that’s better. When comparing Lucy and Joe’s world have a think first what the differences might be. Remember he has travelled back in time to Rome. Use what you know about ancient times to have a think how different that is to now. 
We are continuing to work on adverbs. The examples of adverbs of time and adverbs of manner are included, if you don’t feel up to writing you can practise using them in sentences during the week while you are talking, that will be just as useful.
With the letter writing on Friday, we have included an example. Remember you are Joe and writing home to Mum. You can include what has happened up to where you have heard, how would he feel. Write it in an informal style, keep it chatty.
